Year Level Online Learning Expo
We welcome all parents over the next week to please take some time to review your class Seesaw to view your child’s class Online Learning Expo! Next week, all classes will upload student work / reflections / photos of the learning that has happened throughout the term. It will mostly be based on our Inquiry Learning, the focus of which has been RESPONSIBILITY. Students have looked at ways they can take responsibility in their community and also with their own health, reflecting on healthy foods, exercise, and how Governments take responsibility for the people in their town, state, and country. 

[image: ]Specialist classes have also put together reflections of what they have achieved and created throughout term 1, which can be found on individual class Seesaw feeds.

As we have not been allowed to have parent’s onsite for this kind of EXPO, we wanted to make it available to you online. We encourage you to ‘walk’ through the learning with your child. This helps to cement their learning further. It is our hope that the Expo helps you to see what your child has been learning and help further their understanding.

We welcome your feedback on any part of the learning Expo, whether to individual students through Seesaw, or please feel welcome to email your feedback to the classroom teachers. 
Rapid Antigen Tests
Schools have been provided with more RATs this week. Today we have sent out another 2 boxes for each child. These are for your use over the holidays and for our return to school in term 2. We ask that all students please undertake a RAT on the first day next term (Tuesday 26th April). These will be needed before Year 5/6 students attend camp and before Prep to Year 4 children commence their swimming program.
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School Uniforms
It has been wonderful to see students wearing the new rugby tops and our Year 6s in their smart new bomber jackets! This has really lifted spirits in these last few weeks of the term as we notice everyone tiring a little. Just so families are aware, the rugby jumpers are designed to be worn with the sports uniform and bomber jackets and woollen jumpers with the school uniform. Bomber jackets can, of course, continue to be worn with both uniforms, that hasn’t changed. As the weather is beginning to turn and next week will be cooler than we are experiencing now, children will need their jackets / jumpers each day as we enter into the holidays. Please note that the winter uniform will include girls being able to wear grey pants.  They are worn with the school shirt, grey socks & black shoes, same as the winter tunic.  This change has been brought in for comfort reasons and girls along with their parents can choose to wear either the pants or the tunic during terms 2 & 3.  There will be an option for grey girl’s pants available at the uniform shop, as pictured.

Next term, students in Years Prep-4 will wear their sports uniform every day for the swimming program. As the days in Autumn can vary, parents are encouraged to use their discretion with Summer / Winter uniform choices with both the school and PE uniforms. As we head into the colder months, we will let you know when students will be required to be in full Winter uniform. Please be mindful, not to dress children in long tops (spencers) underneath the short sleeves of polo tops and Summer dresses as this can look quite unsightly. Short sleeve spencers or singlets are always an option should you wish your child to wear something warm underneath their clothing.

Whilst the weather is cooling down, we will continue to keep windows and doors open in all classrooms, as per our COVID-safety plan. Air purifiers are also used and operate throughout the day every school day. If you child really feels the cold, they are permitted to wear their jumpers and bomber jackets together or place a coat over their jackets / jumpers.

Students in Years 3 and 5 will need an operating set of headphones specifically for this week. We ask that parents please ensure your child has these as it will be challenging to complete these without the headphones. Class teachers will let you know if your child does not have a set or if they are not working properly.

Swimming caps (compulsory for all students) are currently being sold through classrooms so if you require one please send $2 in an envelope to your child’s teacher and the Sports Captains will supply them with one.

The following information was provided on the letter uploaded to Operoo for all families but has been repeated here for your benefit.

Some things for you to prepare / think about as we head towards the holidays:
· Sports uniforms are permitted for children to wear each swimming day (every day for two weeks)
· Students will need a swimming/sports bag containing underwear, towel, plastic bag for wet bathers, brush, thongs and swimming cap. 
· Students with long hair must have it tied back.       
· Two piece bathers are preferred for girls as they will be wearing their bathers under their uniform until their lesson.
· Thongs will be worn on the bus to the pool and back. Students will be asked to have their runners on during the rest of the school day.
· It is recommended that an additional pair of underpants is kept in the school bag in case they are forgotten one day or get wet.
· The canteen will not be open this year due to COVID regulations. Should this change we ask that parent helpers please do not purchase items for their children from the canteen. Thank you for respecting our need to ensure the safety of our students with anaphylaxis.

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Everyone is probably aware of the incident that occurred between Will Smith and Chris Rock at this year’s Academy Awards - it has been a bigger news item than some other pretty big world events this week!
In case you missed it, Will Smith charged the stage and hit Chris Rock after he made an inappropriate joke about his wife’s appearance.  This incident was unexpected and fairly shocking - it’s gotten everyone talking, including our children.

Family psychologist Dr Justin Coulson believes this is an amazing opportunity to not only TALK to our children about what happened, why and the aftermath of the event, but to also ASK QUESTIONS - questions that will encourage them to think about their identify and the type of people they are and would like to become as they get older.  Here are some the questions he believes we could ask our children to start the conversation:
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[bookmark: _GoBack]We can ask them questions about violence, like:
"Why do you think Will Smith hit Chris Rock?"
"Should he have done that?"
"When is it ok to hit someone and when is it not ok?"
"Should anyone ever hit anyone?"
We can ask them questions about humour, like:
"Is it ok to tell jokes at someone else’s expense?"
"How should we respond when someone tells an unkind joke?"
"What kind of humour is really funny, and what kind of humour isn’t?"
"Why do you think so many comedians make jokes at the expense of other people?"

Dr Coulson discusses this incident as a great example to use when discussing empathy with our children also. He states “For example, if you or your child think Smith did the wrong thing, ask, "Have your emotions ever gotten the better of you?" "Was he trying to ruin the night for everyone?" "Why did his brain flip its lid?" 
 
Empathy is having the ability to understand and share the feelings of others. This incident allows us to discuss empathy with our children and consider the feelings and perspective of both the perpetrator and the victim.

We show our children we are interested in their views and values and not just trying to impose our own ideas. Real conversations between adults and children, with open and honest listening shows our children we believe in them, allowing them to grow in confidence, competence and capability. Responding with gentle questioning can often make discussing a tricky topic that little bit easier as it allows the issue to be broached respectfully, even if people don't necessarily share the same viewpoint or opinion. Conversations are a wonderful tool for helping our children learn about who they are and who they want to become - as they share their ideas they are forming their values which help shape their identities.

 COVID Reminder
· Rapid antigen surveillance testing will continue until the end of Term 1, with all primary school students and staff recommended to test at home twice a week (Monday and Wednesday preferably for St Justin’s). Our RATs will be sent home as soon as they arrive - for students who are absent on distribution day, we will hold them in the student’s classroom until their return.
· Covid-positive results need to be reported to:
· Department of Health system (Rapid antigen tests | Coronavirus Victoria) or via the coronavirus hotline at 1800 675 398. 
· School by phone (9561 7644) or written notification office@sjwheelershill.catholic.edu.au; so the school can support them, record that they will be absent while in 7-day isolation, and let the rest of the school community know there has been a positive case onsite and that they should monitor for symptoms. 
· Students and staff who have tested positive for COVID-19, have completed their 7-day isolation period and are subsequently asymptomatic do not need to undertake surveillance testing for eight weeks. 
· Ensure that staff or students refrain from returning to school if they remain symptomatic, unless it is known that their symptoms are ongoing, or caused by an underlying health condition or medication.
· If a student or staff member tests positive through RA test, but don’t have symptoms or have not been in contact with anyone who has COVID-19 it is recommended getting a PCR test within 48 hours and stay isolated at all times until they receive their result. If the PCR test is negative, the student or staff member can return to school.
· QR code check-in requirements will no longer be in place in schools.
· Visitors over 8 years of age are expected to wear a mask when they enter a school building (unless and exemption applies).
· Students in Years 3 to Year 6 are required to wear a mask when indoors (unless and exemption applies). Can we please ensure that a mask is sent from home.
· Students in Years Prep – Year 2 are encouraged to wear a mask.
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Home Learning Packages
As many will now be aware, Home Learning tasks are made available to students who are required to isolate due to being a COVID close contact. These tasks are also available to children isolating if they have contracted COVID, if they are well enough to do so.  Home Learning has been designed so that students can continue practising skills they need at their level of ability. The tasks are not required to be completed by students who are at home for 1-2 days with other illnesses. 
	
It is not expected that your child completes every task in the pack. However if they are managing well and are able to do so, of course they can. All year levels are presenting these tasks in different ways. Some are paper based and supplied when required, others are pushed out through Seesaw, Google Classroom or email. You will need to make contact with your child's teacher to work with them as to what is best for your child. 



One of the most important things to do while your child is at home is to find time to play board games and card games with them and practise daily reading. Many problem solving skills and higher order thinking can be gained through board games requiring strategic thinking. Having discussions about texts after reading and asking all the W-questions… Who, What, Where, When assists a child with comprehension. To take them further, ask WHY questions… Why do you think that? What evidence in the text has brought you to that conclusion? OR How might you have finished the story differently if you were the author? Why?

The classroom teacher needs to be made aware so they will know what they can set, based on what is happening with your child. Please make contact with your child’s teacher about informing them of the situation and about accessing the Home Learning via email.

Members of our school community are invited to download our Smart Phone App.  The App is used for communication between school and home – it is a portal for notifying absences, newsletters, notices and messages relevant to members of our school community. 

To download the app simply search for St Justins Catholic School, Wheelers Hills in the App store on your iPhone, Smartphone or iPad.
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The Premier's Reading Challenge has commenced and all students from Prep to Year 6 are invited to participate. Most of the books you read should be from the Challenge book lists. The rest can be any book you choose. You can read books on the book list for your year level or a level above and they'll count towards your Challenge total. You can read a book from a level below your year level if your teacher agrees. You still need to read the number of books for your year level to meet the Challenge.
Your child will be given their own unique username and password, which they can use to login to their account. Go to Victorian Premiers' Reading Challenge, login as a student and then choose VPRC login. This will take students to their dashboard. Usernames and passwords will be sent home next week.

A tutorial about how to use the Dashboard and enter the books they have read can be viewed on Seesaw, for any families who are unfamiliar with the challenge.

Certificates will be given out for those students who meet the challenge requirements. Please join in as we aim to promote and inspire a love of reading for our students.

We did all of this by role-playing with
each other. The bl of not allowing gambiling ads on TV went through and because we
were just role-playing it not going to get signed by the govemor.
